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Joan Blakey obtained her B.A. in Afro-American Studies, Sociology and Youth Studies and her M.A. in Child Welfare from the University of Minnesota.  She is currently a PhD candidate at the University of Chicago in the School of Social Service Administration.  Her dissertation is an attempt to better understand the factors that contribute to child welfare case outcomes for mothers involved in substance abuse treatment.  She has been particularly moved by the extensive traumas in the backgrounds of these African American mothers addicted to drugs and alcohol. Ms. Blakey hopes that her dissertation will contribute to the effective practice of the child welfare system and provide realistic solutions and strategies for working with these women and their children. 
Elizabeth Cipriano obtained her B.A. in psychology from the University of Michigan and is currently a PhD candidate in the Department of Human Developmental and Family Studies at Pennsylvania State University.  She has an NIMH predoctoral training fellowship in early child mental health.  She is working with Dr. Elizabeth Skowron’s project investigating self-regulatory development in neglected and physically abused pre-school children.  Her long-term professional goal is to bridge what is known about basic and applied research on maltreated children’s development and to translate this information into prevention and intervention programs for these children and their parents. 
Sarah Crowne obtained her PhD in Public Health from Johns Hopkins University and is currently a NRSA Family Health Services Postdoctoral fellow at the Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine in the Department of Pediatrics, under the mentorship of Dr. Anne Duggan.   Dr. Crowne is interested in how parenting practices can be improved in the home setting.  Dr. Crowne has been involved in longitudinal analysis of data from the 10-year randomized trial of Hawaii’s health Start home visiting program.  She is interested in the prevention of emotional neglect and hopes that her postdoctoral fellowship will provide the foundation for a K award application focusing on the prevention of child neglect. 

Ryan Herringa obtained his M.D and PhD in neuroscience from the University of Wisconsin. He is currently a child and adolescent psychiatry fellow at the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center. Dr. Herringa is interested in exploring the effects of early adverse experiences on brain development and function, specifically the effect of child maltreatment on the regulation of sleep and emotional regulation across development. Currently, Dr. Herringa is working with a team using a rhesus monkey model to explore the links between anxiety and sleep disturbances across development with particular focus on puberty. He is also working on a project exploring structural and functional neuroimaging data collected from a sample of childhood-onset bipolar subjects compared to healthy controls. 
JiYoung Kang obtained her B.A. in social literature and her M.A. in social welfare from Yonsei University is Seoul, South Korea.  She is currently a PhD candidate in the School of Social Work at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign.  Her dissertation focuses on community-level factors linked to child neglect and how practitioners can utilize community resources to prevent neglect.  Ms. Kang hopes that her research will contribute to the understanding of the etiology of child neglect within communities and shed light on ways to improve neglect prevention service delivery to optimize utilization. 
Kihyun Kim obtained her M.A. from the School of Social Service Administration at the University of Chicago and her PhD from the School of Social Work at USC.  She is currently a post-doctoral fellow at USC working with Dr. Penelope Trickett on two longitudinal studies focused on child sexual abuse and child neglect.  Her dissertation focused on the effect of maternal parenting practices on the behavioral adjustment of sexually abused girls.  Dr. Kim’s current research interests are on the definitional and identification issues in children’s experiences of abuse and neglect and the resilience mechanism of neglected children.  
Lindsay Malloy obtained her PhD at the University of California-Irvine in Developmental Psychology and is currently a NRSA Family Health Services Postdoctoral Research Associate at Cambridge University in England, working with Michael Lamb.  Dr. Malloy is conducting several studies involving American, British and Israeli victims of suspected child maltreatment including investigating the non-verbal behavior of children who were reluctant to disclose maltreatment in forensic interviews.  Her research is guided by two major aims: to advance the theoretical understanding of socio-contextual influences on children’s disclosure of maltreatment and to determine effective ways to interview children suspected of being abused or neglected and subsequently improving their reports. 
Jared McIntyre obtained his B.A. in psychology from Stony Brook University and is currently a PhD candidate in Forensic Clinical Psychology at the CUNY Graduate Center. He is working with Dr. Cathy Spatz Widom on a variety of projects, including a paper on childhood victimization and subsequent crime victimization and analyses of medical data to determine whether neglected and abused children are at increased risk for chronic health problems in adulthood. For his dissertation, Mr. McIntyre is interested in examining the relationships between child neglect and abuse and dysthymia as a mediator to subsequent violence. In addition to his research on childhood maltreatment, Mr. McIntyre has been helping the director of the Latino Data Project at the CUNY Graduate Center in examining the changing demographics of Latinos in the United States. 
Amanda Murray obtained her B.A. in Psychology and Philosophy from University of California-Berkley and her M.A. in Clinical Psychology.  She is currently a 4th year clinical psychology graduate student at the University of Iowa.  Under the guidance of Dr. John Knutson, Ms. Murray’s dissertation will examine the impact of risk factors (including child neglect, harsh discipline, and exposure to domestic violence) on the stability of children’s friendships. She will also be testing hypotheses of mediation and moderation in relation to children’s externalizing problems. She plans to focus her research on the impact of child neglect on disadvantaged children’s social development and the role of significant others, such as friends and mentors, in mitigating or exacerbating the impact of neglect.
